Commissioning of two new submarines — USS Massachusetts (SSN-798) & USS Idaho (SSN-799) 
 
The new USS Massachusetts (SSN-798) was commissioned in Boston Harbor in March. 

Bob Brady attended the pre-commissioning events and also 
the Commissioning Ceremony on the container shipping pier in 
Boston Harbor.  It was 29 degrees and windy, but over 2,000 
people attended the event.  WOW. 

The boat had to be tied to a barge between the pier and the 
boat and had a group of Coast Guard boats with machine guns 
protecting it on the water side.  There were also mobile genera-
tors and a lot of cables and gangways that had to be installed.  
It was quite a sight. 

 
The new USS Idaho (SSN-799) was commissioned in Groton, CT 

Bob Brady was also at the commissioning week ac-
tivities and the Commissioning Ceremony for the USS 
Idaho (SSN-799) at the Submarine Base in Groton, 
CT.  The events and participation was incredible with 
over 2,000 participating in many activities for donors 
and the crew.   

The boat was tied up to the pier which has many 
services and supporting things (power, etc.) as shown 
in the picture to the right, and the weather was good.

Welcome to our new website, which you can reach at     https://ussvi.org    or   https://ussubvets.org      Your email ad-

dress is your username, and you can use the forgot password option to reset your password.  The email takes 3-5 minutes to 
arrive and provides a temporary password, which you should change. 

This system is very similar to our old one, except with modern technology.  Your role as a Member, Base, District, Region, 
or National Officer is already configured, so that portion of your onboarding should be seamless.  In the upper-right-hand cor-
ner, three horizontal lines indicate the menu for the dashboards you have access to.  There are menus for Guest, Member, 
Base, District, Region, or National Officer.  We will likely require two-factor authentication for any “Tools Users" in the near 
future. 

Another major feature is to find a base, which is located under advanced search.  Here you can find almost any type of 
search available. 

Dues and renewals can be paid online, plus a 3.5% fee from Stripe.  

There is a “Bug Report” and a “New Feature/Change Request Report.”  While we had 39 bug reports during testing, we 
believe we have resolved 30 of them so far.
